An online survey was circulated to WASH cluster partners to gather data on existing capacities, including contingency and recovery capacities – to which 19 organisations responded, including 10 international NGOs, 4 national NGOs, 3 GoF institutions, 1 UN agency, and the National Red Cross Society. 
The survey sought to gather information with regards to:
· Geographic Coverage and Target Beneficiaries
· Programme Quality and Partnerships
· Human Resources / Logistics / Funding
· Planned Recovery programmes
· Coordination & Coordination Issues
· Technical Expertise & Priority Technical Guidance
However, it should be noted that given incomplete responses, some sections were not usable in the final analysis, notably the section on funding, target beneficiaries, and programme quality.

[bookmark: _Toc455052263]Geographic Coverage
The graphs below show the targeted beneficiaries from completed, ongoing and planned activities currently being implemented by Cluster partners, as reported through the 4Ws. This source of information has been used given the limitations of the survey software to capture beneficiaries by province.  Coverage of respondents intended recovery activities are detailed in the recovery section below. Of the 19 responding organisations 15 are included in the 4Ws (excludes: Sea Mercy; Pacific Disability Forum (iNGO); IsraAid; and Dept. of Water & Sewerage), out of a total of 26 distinct agencies mentioned in the 4Ws (Agency or implementing partner).
Although emergency response activities and distributions have occurred in a number of affected provinces, WASH in Schools and rehabilitation activities have targeted larger numbers of beneficiaries in Cakaudrove, Macuata, Ba and Ra Provinces. WiS and Recovery activities don’t proportionally target the same areas as Emergency WASH coverage – this mainly refers to Provinces on the South side of the main island + Bua (WiS) + Macuata (Restore WASH).
It is unclear whether these geographic variations are due to incomplete reporting, capacities, funding, or differing needs, and would warrant further investigation in any subsequent response reviews.

Approximately half of the respondent agencies have transport and warehousing capacity of an unknown extent, and 7 agencies (37%) hold WASH contingency stocks, though the extent of the stocks is not known, nor the scale-up capacities of the remaining agencies. Greater detail on contingency capacities will be important as preparedness for the next emergency response begins.

Amongst the respondent agencies there is currently a total of 196 WASH staff, 73% of whom are GoF staff. In 6 months’ time, 166 WASH staff will remain, with 84% GoF staff, representing an overall decrease of 15%. 
It should also be noted that although the number of WASH staff amongst the NGOs and Red Cross are relatively few, these organisations maintain networks of trained volunteers totalling 1042 persons who could be trained to support needs assessments, and simple monitoring and response activities ideally during the emergency preparedness phase.

Of the 19 respondent agencies, 15 (79%) are planning WASH recovery activities, though only a fraction of planned activities are currently funded. Continued needs documented by PDNA, indicate the importance to advocate for funding and for a coordinated approach to recovery.
Recovery priorities identified by cluster members included DRR, encouraging healthy behaviours, Water quality testing and water safety planning, sanitation assessments and rehabilitation, WASH in Schools and coordination and information sharing at national and divisional levels. Limitations cited included funding, human resources, availability of materials needed.

Predictably the GoF reported national coverage, followed by the Red Cross who has nearly national coverage with the exception Namosi and Serua. NGOs have primarily focused on hard-hit areas (Lomaiviti, Tailevu, Ra, Ba, Nadroga, Cakaudrove and Macuata).



[bookmark: _Toc454914555]Coordination & Coordination Issues
Coordination primarily occurs at national and local levels with the biggest gap at sub-national level being at divisional level. More work is needed to increase understanding and involvement of DPOs in the cluster system.
                         


[bookmark: _Toc455052266]Coordination Issues
Priority coordination issues for recovery varied considerably by organisation type:
iNGOs – DRR; coordination with GoFJ bodies; coordination with Divisions, Provinces, Districts, etc.
National NGOs – Awareness of WASH recovery gaps; followed by multiple 4.3 scores
GoF – Coordination with clusters and with the Pacific Humanitarian Team; Evacuation Centres and evacuees; 
UNO – multiple 5 scores
The top two rated issues of Disaster Risk Reduction and Coordination with other Clusters are closely linked with advocating for build back better (shelter) and building community capacity to increase resilience (shelter, health, protection, education).

2 Little knowledge/ understanding/ experience

4 Capable/ good knowledge, comprehensive knowledge and capacity 
5 Leader in the area/ sophisticated/ specialised knowledge and expertise. 
As with all self-assessment process is subjective based on the perceptions of the person interpreting the data collection tool which will vary across organisations.
Results demonstrate that traditional WASH components score highly; Community engagement, HP, Hardware design and construction. More support needed with WASH in Health Care facilities, Sanitation marketing, Water Quality Testing and Water Safety Planning. Crosscutting themes; DRRR, assessments and mainstreaming issues fall in between. See spider gram below.

Priority technical guidance requested by the different entities fits with their mandates, technical focus, potential and functions:
GoF – WiS; toilet designs; water testing; water safety plans; sanitation marketing – fits with mandate/focus
Local NGOs – HP; WiS; DRR; water testing; water safety plans – fits with potential
iNGOs – HP; WiS; DRR; Governance; toilet design – fits with function
Red Cross – no need for WiS; water testing; sanitation marketing – fits with function - working in health and hygiene promotion
Training requested by Cluster members included Drinking Water Safety Planning (WHO is planning a similar training for the Health Cluster), monitoring and evaluation (not included in questionnaire); Hygiene Promotion; WASH Governance and sharing lessons learnt/ case studies.



[bookmark: _Toc454914559]CONCLUSION
15 of the 19 respondent agencies are planning recovery activities. While WASH programme staff are expected to decrease over next 6 months, Red Cross & NGOs have extensive network of trained volunteers and GoF has extensive staff network who could be trained to plan a larger role in preparedness, DRR and recovery activities. It is Important for the cluster to now prepare a recovery strategy.
Self-reported capacity is generally high with traditional WASH components scoring highly in capacity assessments; Community engagement, HP, Hardware design and construction. More support is needed with WASH in HC facilities, Sanitation marketing, WQT and WSP. Crosscutting themes DRRR, assessments & mainstreaming issues in between…. 
Results complement the Cluster Coordination Performance Monitoring highlighting issues to be considered in the cluster work plan; The coordination issues; (Coordination has been occurring primarily at the local and the national level – strengthening is needed at divisional / district levels); and the technical issues; contingency aspects; and how to better prepare/ strengthen DRR / use the existing volunteer networks.

	Definition

	Baseline Assessment
	Organisation has qualified personnel who can design and test WASH assessment tools, manage data collection and analysis to inform programme direction.

	Community Engagement
	Organisation has skilled facilitators capable of engaging communities at all stages of program delivery including planning, implementation and evaluation. Can facilitate WASH Governance arrangements.

	Hygiene Promotion
	Organisation can identify key WASH risk behaviours, motivators and barriers to behaviour change and mobilise communities to develop and monitor behaviour change interventions.

	WASH Governance for rural communities.
	Organisation can take communities through processes for developing own management systems and policies to govern WASH services and influence behaviour change. Can facilitate reinforcement mechanisms through community linkages with local and provincial governments.

	Community based WASH Training/Capacity Building
	Organisation can provide relevant and effective participatory trainings to communities in line with national WASH priorities

	Sanitation Marketing
	Organisation has supported communities to achieve ODF status through scaling up the supply and demand for improved sanitation facilities and has trained facilitators capable of taking communities through sanitation demand and construction processes.

	WASH Hardware design and Construction
	Organisation has engineers and technicians who can lead the design and construction of water and sanitation systems. Can ensure high quality construction in accordance with national guidelines and good engineering practice.

	WASH in Schools (WinS)
	Organisation has experienced staff in designing/planning, implementing and evaluating a comprehensive WASH in Schools program. Can engage teachers, students and parents in all hygiene behaviour change processes. Can strengthen institutional framework for sustainability through school WASH Governance such as school rules, policies, O&M plans etc.

	WASH in Healthcare Facilities
	Organisation has experienced staff in designing/ planning and implementing a comprehensive WASH in HealthCare facilities program. Can engage Health Centre Management Committees in planning and implementation and the development of policies and standards.

	Water safety planning
	Organisation has trained facilitators who can take the communities and schools through “water safety planning” processes such as risk identification, action planning, and water quality monitoring and reporting.

	Water Quality Monitoring
	Organisation has water quality testing equipment. They have expertise to undertake chemical and biological tests and can undertake water quality monitoring tests at community and household level and produce relevant reports.

	Mainstreaming issues including Gender and disability into WASH programming
	Organisation has staff trained to assess, analyse and monitor inclusive WASH programming. Able to assure women's, girls and PLWD needs have been considered during every step of the WASH programme from conception to evaluation.

	Community Based DRRR (Disaster Risk Reduction and Resilience)
	Organization has staff trained to engage the local community in managing local disaster risk with the collaboration of external actors from civil society, local government and the private sector, by increasing local capacity and resilience and reducing vulnerability to natural hazards.

	Monitoring Evaluation and reporting
	Organisation can institute M&E system for their WASH projects. Can identify process bottlenecks and implement corrective measures for system improvement and can report appropriately
